Monroe Fire District No. 3 would like to remind you to 
change the batteries in your home smoke alarms with the 
time change! Some great information and tips are listed 
below: 

 Install smoke alarms in every bedroom, outside each 
sleeping area and on every level of your home. 

 Test your smoke alarms every month.  

 Replace all smoke alarms in your home every 10 years 

 There are two types of smoke alarms – ionization and 
photoelectric. An ionization smoke alarm is generally 
more responsive to flaming fires, and a photoelectric 
smoke alarm is generally more responsive to smoldering 
fires. For the best protection, both types of alarms or 
combination ionization-photoelectric alarms, also known 
as dual sensor smoke alarms, are recommended. 
 

For the best protection, interconnect all smoke alarms. 
When one smoke alarm sounds they all sound. 
Interconnection can be done using hard-wiring or wireless 
technology.
